COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course explores the behavior and ecology of nonhuman primates, with emphasis on natural history and adaptation to the environment. Specific topics include methods for the study of primate behavior, history of primate behavior research, socioecology, foraging, predation, affiliation, aggression, mating, parenting, development, communication, cognition, and conservation.

EXAMS and GRADING

It is strongly advised that the assigned material be read in advance of each class meeting. Course grades are based upon one mid-term exam, one final exam, and one-page research papers to be submitted to the TAs every day of class beginning on Oct 6. The exams will require you to answer one of several essay questions. The essay will be written in class without the aid of any reading materials. The one-page research papers will summarize a recent research article, which provides new information on the topic of the lecture and is not present in the textbook. The grading scale will vary from A to F.
